AccuLevel™ SD30 Gypsum Underlayment for Corrugated Steel Deck Construction

Note to Architect: The following are specifications for AccuLevel™ SD30 covering a typical installation. For special conditions and other types of applications please consult with your local AccuCrete® Representative.

Part 1: General
1.1 Scope 

Specify to meet project requirements.
1.2 Qualifications 

All materials, unless otherwise indicated, shall be manufactured by Allied Custom Gypsum Plasterworks, LLC (ACGP) and shall be installed in accordance with its current printed procedures by a licensed AccuCrete® Installer.
1.3 Delivery/Storage
All materials shall be delivered in their original unopened packages and stored in an enclosed shelter providing protection from damage and exposure to the elements. Damaged or deteriorated materials shall be removed from the project. 
1.4 Conditions
The interior of the building must be enclosed, protected from sun and wind, and a minimum temperature of 50˚F must be maintained during the installation and for a period of seventy-two (72) hours after the installation of AccuLevel™ SD30.
Part 2: Materials
2.1 Products 

A. Hydraulic Cement: AccuLevel™ SD30


B. Primer: Use manufacturer approved primer for galvanized steel.


C. Water: Potable water, free of contaminants.

D.  Sand:  Washed mason or concrete sands that meet the minimum AccuCrete®/AccuLevel® gradation criteria.


E. Sealer: When required, use an approved AccuCrete® Sealer over newly poured AccuLevel® SD30 (refer to AccuLevel™ SD30 product data sheet for specific details and Approved Sealer documentation)

2.2 Mixing:

Add 3.0 to 4.0 gallons of water and 0.80 to 1.40 ft3 sand (depending on desired mix design and compressive strength) per 80lb. bag of AccuLevel™ SD30.  Mix to a smooth, lump-free consistency.  Use the least quantity of water (within the specified range) to achieve the desired slump.  Sands must meet minimum AccuCrete® specifications.  Consult an AccuLevel® Technical Representative for specific information regarding ideal mix designs and specialized mixing and pumping equipment.


Part 3: Execution 
3.1 Preparation

 
Subfloor should be structurally sound. Subfloor must be clean and free of all dust, mud, oil, grease, and any other contaminants prior to pouring the underlayment. Fill any cracks or voids with some type of leak prevention material.
3.2 Application of Cement
A.  Prior to the application of AccuLevel™ SD30, the building envelope must be enclosed (all windows, doors, roofing, and other openings). AccuLevel™ SD30 can be poured prior to or after the installation of drywall. Please consult your licensed AccuLevel® Installer on the appropriate protective measure once the underlayment is placed.
B. 
Prime all subfloors prior to the installation of AccuLevel™ SD30.

Pour AccuLevel™ SD30 to a minimum thickness of 1” above the top of the corrugations in the substrate.  Except at authorized joints, spread product in a continuous, monolithic application.
D.
General contractor shall provide continuous ventilation and adequate heat as indicated in section 1.4 above, in order to rapidly remove excess moisture from the area of the installation, until such time as the underlayment is dry.
3.3 General Guidelines for Preparation for Installation of Floor Goods
After the underlayment has dried, remove any loose or foreign material from the surface.  Refer to Acculevel™ SD30 product data sheet for details regarding curing times and recommended sealer installation methods. For tile and stone installation, a water proofing and crack isolation membrane is recommended but not required.  For portland based adhesives, a floor sealer is recommended.  Water-based adhesives will generally not require a floor sealer unless the porosity of the underlayment does not allow sufficient working time.  Solvent based, or moisture cured urethanes do not normally require (and are normally not compatible with) a surface sealer.  In applications where the floor goods manufacturer differs from these recommendations, the floor goods manufacturers’ recommendations will supersede all others.
